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Profile of the Convocation Speaker

Professor Dr. Serajul Islam Choudhury

Born on 23 June 1936, Professor Serajul Islam Choudhury passed his high School
Examination from St. Gregory's School, Dhaka in 1950 with a scholarship and passed I.
A. from St. Gregory's College (Now Notre Dame College) in 1952, being placed 9th in
order or merit. He came to Dhaka University English Department in 1952, took his
Honours in 1955, coming first in the second class, and M.A. in 1956 with a First Class.

He joined the Dhaka University as Lecturer in 1957, became Assistant Professor in
1963, Reader in 1970 and Professor in 1975. He retired in 2001 and was appointed
Honorary Professor in 2002. In 2003 UGC appointed him as UGC Professor. In 2008
he became Professor Emeritus in Dhaka University.

He went to Leeds University (UK) for his Post Graduate Diploma in English Studies in
1959 on a British Council Scholarship. In 1965 he went to Leicester University (UK) on
a Commonwealth Scholarship and did Ph.D. on "Treatment of Evil in the Works of
Joseph Conrad, E. M. Former and D.H. Lawrence."

Dr. Choudhury has worked as Chairman of' English Department (1972-76) and Dean of'
the Faculty of' Humanities/Arts (1984-87). He was elected to the Senate and Syndicate
for a number of terms. Thrice he was elected by the Senate on the panel for
appointment as Vice Chancellor, securing once the highest number of votes. For nine
years he served as Treasurer of DUCSU. He has worked on the Executive Committee
of Dhaka University Teachers' Association, acting on one occasion as its Secretary, and
was President, Dhaka University Club for two terms. Professor Choudhury was the
founder Secretary of vl faufawrierm @g 71251, and Chairman of Swex Wwafawi s@ad &%
which was set up at his initiative as Dean.

He has received a number of awards. These include Bangla Académy Award for
Literature (1978), Ekushe Padak for Education (1996), Dhaka University Gold Medal for
Research  (1988), Kazi Mahbubullah Award (1983), Lekhak Shibir Award (1975),
Lekhika Sangha Award (1980). Abdur Rob Choudhury Award (2000). Alokta Shahitya
Award (1988) and Rishis Award (2001).

About the Convocation Convocatlon

Eastern University is holding its first Convocation on 25th June 2008. A convocation is
the most coveted event in the academic life of the university students. It is the occasion
where the students who have completed academic requirements are formally
recognized as graduates by conferring degrees upon them by the Chancellor of the
University. Convocation is celebrated in universities all over the world and Eastern
University is happy to organize its first convocation.

Degree Awarding Authority

The degree awarding authority of Eastern University consists of the Chancellor, the
Vice Chancellor, Members of the Board of Governors, and Deans together with the
Heads of Academic Departments.

The Convocation Procession

Among the rituals of convocation, procession comes first in the sequence. Graduating
students, faculty, members of the Academic Council, Syndicate and Board of
Governors, and the senior administrative officials of the university participate in the
procession. All the participants wear their respective ceremonial costume as described
below. They queue up in ascending order of seniority in each category of participants
and in order of ranks. The undergraduate candidates for the degree are followed by
graduate candidates. The degree candidates are followed by faculty members again in
order of seniority. Next are the members of the Academic Council, Syndicate and Board
of Governors, and senior administrative official of the university. The Convocation
Marshal leads the procession into the hall and the degree candidates take their seats in
an area of the hall reserved for them. The Chancellor is the last person of the
procession to enter the convocation hall.

Convocation Costume

The gowns and hoods - generally - black are the common apparel for all the
participants of the procession. Distinguishing colours of the different faculties: Arts -
crimson, Business - blue, Engineering & Technology - mauve and Law - white. Rank
and function of academic and administrative Heads are distinguished by colors on the
lapel and on the arms of their gown.
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About the Convocation
Convocation Session

In the formal convocation session, the Vice Chancellor, the Chairman of the Board of
Governors, and the Convocation Speaker deliver their speeches. Then the graduating
candidates are presented to the Chancellor by the Deans of the respective faculties for
the conferment of degrees. Gold Medals and Scholastic Honor Titles for academic
achievements are also awarded at this time. A regular undergraduate student with the
highest CGPA is selected to deliver Valedictory speech. Finally, the Honorable
Chancellor of the University gives his addresses. The Convocation Marshal conducts
the entire session.

At the conclusion of the ceremony, the Chancellor, the Chairman of the Board of
Governors, the Vice Chancellor, Pro Vice Chancellor and other dignitaries leave the
stage in procession, followed by the faculty members and graduating students. The
ceremony concludes when the procession departs from the hall.

Gold Medals

Eastern University encourages students to be ambitious to achieve the highest
academic performance by awarding gold medals as follows:

Chancellor's Gold Medal (2): One to the Valedictorian from the undergraduate
programs who earns the highest CGPA (not less than 3.9) and the other to the
Graduate candidate who earns the highest CGPA (not less than 3.9).

Vice Chancellor's Gold Medals (8): One each to undergraduate and graduate
students with highest CGPA (not less than 3.8) of each Faculty.

Scholastic Honor Titles
Eastern University recognizes excellent academic performance of graduates by

awarding the following Scholastic Honor Titles:

Summa Cum Laude (greatest praise) CGPA>3.90
Magma Cum Laude (great praise) CGPA=>3.70
Cum Laude (praise) CGPA=3.50
